
The NCSP (retired) designation allows retired NCSPs, to continue to identify themselves as persons
who have met the national standard of their profession.The official title of this designation is
“Nationally Certified School Psychologist (Retired)” or “NCSP (Retired).”

Eligibility

All Nationally Certified School Psychologists are eligible for NCSP (Retired) status provided:

• Has ceased the public and /or private remunerative practice of school psychology
• Is a current Nationally Certified School Psychologist in good standing at the time of application for

retired status
• Has held the NCSP credential for at least six (6) years

Individuals who use the title “Nationally Certified School Psychologist (Retired)” or “NCSP(Retired)”
who are not certified with the National School Psychology Certification System, or who use the title
while engaging in the practice of school psychology, will be deemed in violation of the NASP Principles
for Professional Ethics.

Reinstatement

Should a NCSP (Retired) individual decide to re-enter the workforce, they can convert their NCSP
(Retired) status to a full NCSP by completing the current CPD requirements.The current requirements
are 75 hours of continuing professional development over a three-year period andpayment of the
appropriate current recertification fee along with the application for recertification.

Benefits

NCSP (Retired) individuals will receive the same benefits as regular NCSPs which includes obtaining
national recognition & verification of your training and experience as well as a listing in the NCSP
online directory.

Fees & Procedures

The current recertification fee for NCSP (Retired) status is $40.This fee is a one- time fee and covers
the administrative costs of the retired program. In order to obtain the designation, simply complete
application and send it to NASP along with the $40 payment.You do not need to submit any CPD
hours to obtain this designation.
